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Research Project: Characterising Depression in Parkinson’s Disease 



ARE YOU BETWEEN THE AGE OF 40 AND 75 YEARS?
Volunteers are needed for a research project investigating depression in those with Parkinson’s Disease



People who have mild to moderate Parkinson’s Disease and are between the ages of 50 and 75 years of age are sought for a research project investigating the effect of Parkinson’s Disease and concurrent depression on thinking. 

You would be asked to complete some verbal and some computerised tasks which require you to press a button in response to symbols on a computer screen.

Comparing the performance of groups of people with Parkinson’s Disease, with or without depression, and a group of people who do not have these conditions on these tasks will provide information which may ultimately help in devising ways to assist those with Parkinson’s Disease, with and without depression, as well as shedding light upon brain function in these types of tasks.
